Practical, Theoretical and Disciplinary knowledge.
Practical Knowledge/skills
Practical knowledge includes all the things that pupils need to know in order to produce artwork proficiently. It includes: 
• Formal elements (colour, form, line, pattern, shape, texture, tone).
 • Methods and techniques (drawing, painting, printmaking, 3D sculpture, craft and design including textiles and photography/digital art)

This breadth of knowledge has each been sequenced as part of the cyclical curriculum, so that pupils are explicitly taught aspects in small steps and returned to at greater depth across key stages, allowing pupils to gradually build their understanding and mastery of practical knowledge
This form of knowledge is largely linked to the ‘making’ strand within our scheme.

	Lines can be used to fill shapes, to make outlines and to add detail or pattern.

	Year 3
	Pattern can be man-made (like a printed wallpaper) or natural (like a giraffe’s skin). Surface rubbings can be used to add or make patterns. 
	Texture in an artwork can be real (what the surface actually feels like) or a surface can be made to appear textured. 
	That ‘tone’ in art means ‘light and dark’. Shading helps make drawn objects look realistic. Some basic rules for shading when drawing, eg shade in one direction, blending tones smoothly and with no gaps. Shading is used to create different tones in an artwork and can include hatching, cross-hatching, scribbling and stippling. 
	Using light and dark colours next to each other creates contrast. Paint colours can be mixed using natural substances, and that prehistoric peoples used these paints. 
	Three dimensional forms are either organic (natural) or geometric (mathematical shapes, like a cube). Organic forms can be abstract. 
	Negative shapes show the space around and between objects. Artists can focus on shapes when making abstract art.
	Using different tools or using the same tool in different ways can create different types of lines. 

	Year 4
	Patterns can be irregular, and change in ways you wouldn’t expect. The starting point for a repeating pattern is called a motif, and a motif can be arranged in different ways to make varied patterns.
	How to use texture more purposely to achieve a specific effect or to replicate a natural surface.
	That using lighter and darker tints and shades of a colour can create a 3D effect. Tone can be used to create contrast in an artwork.
	Adding black to a colour creates a shade. Adding white to a colour creates a tint.
	Using lighter and darker tints and shades of a colour can create a 3D effect. Simple 3D forms can be made by creating layers, by folding and rolling materials.
	How to use basic shapes to form more complex shapes and patterns.
	Lines can be lighter or darker, or thicker or thinner and that this can add expression or movement to a drawing.

	Artists create pattern to add expressive detail to art works, for example Chila Kumari Singh Burman using small everyday objects to add detail to sculptures.

	Tone can help show the foreground and background in an artwork.

	An art installation is often a room or environment in which the viewer ‘experiences’ the art all around them. The size and scale of three-dimensional artwork changes the effect of the piece.
	Shapes can be used to place the key elements in a composition.
	. Lines can be used by artists to control what the viewer looks at within a composition, eg by using diagonal lines to draw your eye into the centre of a drawing.

	Pattern can be created in many different ways, eg in the rhythm of brushstrokes in a painting (like the work of van Gogh) or in repeated shapes within a composition.
	Applying thick layers of paint to a surface is called impasto, and is used by artists such as Claude Monet to describe texture.
	
	A ‘monochromatic’ artwork uses tints and shades of just one colour. Colours can be symbolic and have meanings that vary according to your culture or background, eg red for danger or for celebration.
	The surface textures created by different materials can help suggest form in two-dimensional art work
	How an understanding of shape and space can support creating effective composition.
	How line is used beyond drawing and can be applied to other art forms.



Theoretical Knowledge
Theoretical Knowledge (Substantive) - Theoretical knowledge teaches children to consider the meanings and interpretations behind works of art that they study and explore artists’ materials and processes. A diverse range of artists from the different Traditional/ classical, Modern and Contemporary paradigms have been selected to not only illustrate quality examples of the practical knowledge outlined above, but to build pupils’ knowledge of the diversity of artists (their backgrounds, inspiration, and approaches).

Recognise how artists use materials to respond to feelings and memory and choose materials imagery shape and form to create personal pieces.
Understand how art forms such as photography, sculpture continually develop over time as artists seek to break new boundaries.


	
Disciplinary Knowledge
Disciplinary knowledge refers to the knowledge children acquire to help them understand the subject as a discipline. Pupils learn how art is studied, discussed and judged. Disciplinary knowledge asks the‘ big’ questions that are at the heart of the subject:
 • What is art? Pupils learn about the diversity of artistic outcomes, the purpose and the meaning of art, and how it has been part of much of human history. They consider what inspires artists and learn about the range of ways that artists and that pupils as artists can be inspired.
• What do people make art? Pupils learn about how artists are influenced by their own contexts and worldviews, and present this worldview through their art; they can choose to accurately represent the world around them, choose to express themselves and/or challenge others’ worldviews through their art
 • How do people talk about art? Pupils learn the vocabulary related to knowledge, skills and techniques which allow them to discuss, plan and evaluate their own art work and that of others.
